Scholarship Recipient Eligibility 2025
l	 Confirmation	of	Aboriginality
l	 Must	be	a	Member,	or	a	dependent	of	a	Member	of	 
 Gandangara Local Aboriginal Land Council (GLALC) 
l Must live within the boundaries of Gandangara Local Aboriginal Land Council
l Now in Year 6 and starting High School next year OR
l Now in Year 10 and starting Year 11 next year OR
l Starting tertiary education next year OR
l Continuing tertiary education next year.

Funding 
l	 Raine	&	Horne	Commercial	provide	funding	for	the	scholarships	which	they	are	managing		 	 	
 in partnership with Gandangara Local Aboriginal Land Council.

Conditions
l Scholarship is valid for one calendar year.
l	 The	Scholarship	Advisory	Committee	makes	all	decisions	relating	to	selection	of	successful		 	 	
	 applicants,	eligibility	of	scholarship	payments	and,	if	appropriate,	termination	of	the	scholarship.
l	 GLALC	may	request	certified	copies	of	your	student	records	and/or	referral	letters	in	support	of	your			
 application. 
l	 All	decisions	by	the	Scholarship	Advisory	Committee	are	final.

Outcome
l	 The	Scholarships	will	support	Gandangara	Local	Aboriginal	Land	Council	Members	 
	 and/or	their	dependents	in	their	endeavours	to	further	their	education,	in	line	with	the	 
	 Community,	Land	and	Business	Plan	2024-2028. 
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Scholarships offered
l	 Two	scholarships,	each	to	a	maximum	of	$3,000	are	offered	to	students	starting	High	School
l	 Two	scholarships,	each	to	a	maximum	of	$3,250	are	offered	to	students	starting	Year	11	at	school
l	 Two	scholarships,	each	to	a	maximum	of	$3,750	are	offered	to	students	starting,	or	continuing	tertiary	 
 education.

Scholarship Funds can be used for eligible expenses which may include:
l	 Payment	of	school	/	university	fees
l	 Cost	of	compulsory	school	uniforms
l Cost of prescribed textbooks
l	 Purchase	of	educational	equipment	(such	as	computers)
l	 Cost	of	reasonable	accommodation	if	living	away	from	home	necessitated
l Cost of excursions directly connected to study
l	 Other	expenses	approved	by	the	Scholarship	Advisory	Committee.
